How to Interpret Infinite Campus
The following guidelines will help you as a parent interpret Infinite Campus:

“M” (missing) – this means that this assignment has not been handed in due to illness, vacation, medical appointment, or not turned in on the due date. An “M” is averaged as a “0”. When the assignment is turned, the “M” will be removed within a day of receiving it in the late/absent tray.
“L” (late) – This assignment was handed in one or more days late. 
“I” (incomplete) – This assignment was turned in with many of the questions not answered. This grade probably does not reflect a lack of knowledge, but a lack of effort in completing the assignment. In most cases, it would be better to finish the assignment and hand it one day late with a grade reduction.

“Empty box w/ no score” – check the due date. If you are checking IC after the due date, then this means the assignment has not been graded yet. (If it was missing, then an “M” would be in the box). If you are checking IC before the due date, then the assignment is not due. 
Multiplier – Some assignments are issued a multiplier based on the length of the assignment or difficulty. So, the score of an assignment with a multiplier of 2 would count as two assignments.
